Operations Group
The Operations Group consists of two branches - Preparedness, Training & Exercises (PT&E) and Field Operations. These branches comprehensively encompass all four phases of emergency management and provide critical interfaces to Ohio's local county emergency management officers. In addition, Operations is responsible for identifying, implementing and monitoring a significant number of grants which provide funding for numerous emergency management related functions. Key areas of current focus include, but are not limited to: domestic terrorism; school safety; disaster planning; Operations Room coordination during disasters and continuous liaison activities with local emergency management agencies, state agencies and organizations; education and training for state and local emergency management personnel; assistance in exercise design and execution regarding natural and man-made disasters; the oversight of the federal Emergency Management Performance Grant, hazardous materials grants and numerous anti-terrorism related grants for training, exercises and equipment.

Ohio EPA – Division of Emergency and Remedial Response (DERR)

In Ohio, DERR is responsible for administering the State’s Emergency Response and Site Remediation Program as well as the Chemical Emergency Preparedness and Prevention program. DERR is comprised of 4 major environmental program areas: the Chemical Emergency Preparedness and Prevention Program, the Voluntary Action Program, the Remedial Response Program, and the Emergency Response and Special Investigation Program

In supporting emergency planning and response, DERR coordinates closely with Ohio’s

State Emergency Response Commission (SER) and Local Emergency Planning Committees (LEPC).SERC is made up of nine (9) State Agency's (Environmental Protection Agency (EPA); Emergency Management Agency (EMA); Attorney General's Office (AGO); Health; Bureau of Employment Services; State and Local Government; State Fire Marshal; Bureau of Workers' Compensation; and Public Utilities Commission of Ohio (PUCO)). Additionally, SERC has ten (10) appointed members (Environmental Advocacy (2); Industry Trade Association (2); Fire Fighting (3); and Local/Municipality (3). Also, two (2) members of the legislature serve as non voting members.


”Local Emergency Planning Committee” is the name provided to each individual emergency planning district within Ohio. In Ohio, each county has been designated as its own emergency planning district, with the exception of Montgomery and Greene Counties who combined their planning efforts. LEPC members include representatives from each of the following groups or organizations: elected state and local officials; law enforcement personnel; emergency management personnel; fire fighting personnel; first aid personnel; hospital personnel; health personnel; local environmental personnel; transportation personnel; broadcast and/or print media personnel; community groups; and owners and operators of subject facilities. SERC appoints LEPC members to two (2) year terms of office. These LEPCs use our inventory information to develop and exercise their local planning district's emergency response plan(s).
